Children must be between 7 and 14 years old and live in Philadelphia or Delaware in 
order to participate.  Participants are asked to report at 11am June 4th to register.  A 
continental breakfast will be served.  Parents MUST attend registration. 

 
Youth participants must bring soap, washcloth, wet wipes, toothbrush, toothpaste, 
sleeping bag and a change of clothes.  Long pants, a long-sleeved shirt and boots are 
preferred. 

 
Forbidden items include radios, TVs, weapons of any kind, drugs and tape players, 
earrings, cologne and short-sleeve shirts.  There will be no exceptions. 
 
The Boot Camp is another component of Moore’s ongoing “Let Books Rule, Keep Guns 
Out of School” campaign.
