The Streets Department collects steel, mixed paper, aluminum cans, glass jars and bottles,

paper items (such as food boxes, catalogs, magazines, etc.) plastics (#1 and #2) and
flattened cardboard as recyclable items.
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Recycle. Now weekiy!
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Single Stream recycling is collected
every week citywide. Residents are
ableto place dl recyclablesin a
recycling container next to their trash
bags for curbside collection. They may
add flattened cardboard along with #1
and #2 plastics, which are generaly
beverage and detergent containers.
Recyclers can find these numbers on
the bottom of plastic recyclables. For
more information about recycling in
Philadelphia, call 215-685-RECY CLE
(215-685-7329) or visit us online at
www.recyclingPAY S.phila.gov.

* Remain in contact with the block residents. Listen to their needs and/or ideas.

* Keep their PMBC Clean Block Officers informed about block activities, meetings, and plans.
* Relay suggestions and/or problems to PMBC Clean Block Officers.

* Act as advocates and speakers for their block.

* Invite children to partake in some of the activities.
