Project Type: Permanent supportive housing and/or rapid re-housing
Target Population: chronically homeless individuals and/or Rapid Re-housing; the City is seeking to serve those who have experienced long periods of homelessness.
Eligible Applicants: 

Only not for profit organizations may apply.

Eligible Activities and Terms:

· Rental Assistance (up to 5 years initial funding term)

· Leasing (up to 3 years initial funding term)

· 3 years for New Construction, acquisition, and rehabilitation, plus time to acquire, complete construction and begin operating the project (no greater than 39 months)

Final funding decisions can be limited to 1 year terms with annual renewals at the discretion of the committee responsible for approving final projects.
Eligible Funding Costs:

· Operating Costs (cannot be combined with rental assistance in same project)
· Project Administrative Costs (capped at 7% of total funding request)
· Supportive Services (cannot exceed 20% of total grant request)
· New Construction
· Acquisition
· Rehabilitation
Match Requirements:  25% for all activities except leasing – match commitment may be met by cash or in-kind contributions. In addition, the most competitive proposals will include leveraged funding at or above 150% of the project request.
