. PROPERTY BACKGROUND & DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this Request for Proposals (“RFP”) isdicit proposals from developers interested in
acquiring the parcel located dt ind Berks Streets (1900 NortHi Street). The site is bounded by Berks
Streets to the south"Street to the east, Norris Street to the north aadefional rail lines to the west
(Appendix B). The site is owned by the City of Philadidp

A. Current Condition

The site is owned by the City of Philadelphia and culydiging used as a parking lot for Philadelphia Gas
Works (“PGW”). Through an effort to better utilize thgrrounding facility, PGW has identified this as a
site that they could vacate and make available forldpreent. The selected developer will be expected to
work with PGW on timing around vacating the site andptitogposed redevelopment.

B. Ludlow / Temple University Neighborhood

The Parcel is in the rapidly developing Temple Uniirgnseighborhood just to the east of Temple’s campus
and surrounding the Temple Rail Station. The neigldmihs within a 25-minute walk (or 10-minute
transit ride) of bustling Center City Philadelphia, thgion’s hub for office-based employment, dining, arts
and culture, entertainment, health care, education, tatigpiand tourism. The neighborhood also offers
convenient access to mass transit lines, area highavay$ridges, and is a ten-minute bike ride from the
Temple Medical Center, as well as the following hosgit@ennsylvania, Jefferson, and Hahnemann.

Ludlow/Temple University neighborhood is growing with majetail projects like Avenue North and
Progress Plaza along North Broad and the shopping cerf8ramd Berks Street. Temple University has
seen a growing demand from residential students, whiclcrieased a strong demand for student housing
throughout the neighborhood. They estimate that wikyeed an additional 3,000 beds to keep pace with
this demand. Similarly in Ludlow, the non-profit Assaamon Puertorriguenos en Marcha (APM), the Office
of Housing and Community Development and others have lunldreds of residential properties east of the
rail line. The neighborhood has seen home prices almplst in the last 10 years.

Site Characteristics

. Location— The Parcel is located at 1900 N Street adjacent to the Temple University

Regional Rail Station at Berks Street.

. Excellent Access- The Parcel is conveniently located adjacent to massitttand major

highways. Temple University Regional Rail Statiore fburth busiest commuter rail
station in Philadelphia serving over one thousand riderg détih 7 regional ralil lines, is

adjacent to the site, the Broad Street Subway is nihiir blocks, several SEPTA bus
routes service the area, and 1-95, 1-676, and area bridgesaah within a 5-10 minute
drive.

. Zoning —The parcel is zoned G2 industrial with much of the surround@&ghborhood

zoned R10 residential and C2 commercial (see attachedgzarap). A remapping will
be required to meet the development objectives outlinedhvbel

. Utilities — The Parcel is well served by existing public utilities. Elec natural gas,

water, sewer and telecommunication services are provalédet site by various public
utilities.

. Development Incentives Improvements made to this site may be eligible forGite of

Philadelphia’s 10-year tax abatement administered througindBof Revision of Taxes
(BRT).

. Environmental There is a compressed natural gas filing stationddcat the northeast

corner of the property. This is a relatively new liaciand it is not expected that it
resulted in contamination, but there may be at leastlmied compressed natural gas
tank.

NOTE: The Model Cities Urban Renewal Plan was approved in 196®aa 30-year duration. It has
expired and because the Urban Renewal act is so old,gasmin not have to meet the requirements of
the plan.

The City of Philadelphia will consider proposals fronvelepers with experience building housing serving
one or more of the following income levels: student, ketrate, mixed-income, moderate, and low.

General Requirements

The developer can be for-profit and/or non-probint applicants (two or more entities submitting a
single proposal) must designate one entity to be redgenfor fiscal management and
administration.

to households with incomes of no more than 150% of m&dian income for fifteen years. A soft-

second mortgage which reflects the difference betweenntarket-rate purchase price and the
purchase price of the affordable unit will be recorded iofaf the City on each affordable unit. If

the affordable unit is sold within 15 years to a househdtlkd an income of more than 150% of area
median income, the soft-second mortgage will becomeaddehe amount of the mortgage must be
paid to the City. If the affordable unit is re-sold toimeome eligible buyer within 15 years, the City

will subordinate its mortgage to the new purchaser’s fivgrtgage. Current 150% of area median
income guidelines are listed in Appendix D.

If an individual makes contributions totaling over $2,500 in one calendar year to a candidate for City
elective office or to an incumbent, the individual is not eligible to receive a nhon-competitively bid contract
during that candidate’s or incumbent’s term of office.

If a business makes contributions totaling over $10,000 in one calendar year to a candidate for City elective
office or to an incumbent, the business is not eligible to receive a non-competitively bid contract during that
candidate’s or incumbent’s term of office.

Although individuals and businesses have to disclose campaign contributions made during the two years
prior to the deadline for completing these forms, the eligibility restrictions take into consideration only those
contributions made on or after January 1, 2006.

The business arrangement must be customary (i.e., each partner shares in the risk and profits of
the joint venture commensurate with their ownership interests, contributes working capital and
other resources, etc).

If Respondent has entered into a joint venture arrangement, the joint venture partners must complete and submit
a "Joint Venture Eligibility Information Form" (available at the OEO Office). This form should be submitted with
the proposal and the form will be reviewed by the OEO for approval or disapproval of the joint venture
arrangement. If the joint venture arrangement is not approved by the OEO, Respondent will not receive credit
toward the applicable participation range(s) and the proposal may be rejected.



5. In calculating the percentage of participation by a M/W/DSBE, Respondent shall apply the standard
mathematical rules in rounding off numbers. For example, if the stated MBE patrticipation range is 15% - 25%,
the MBE participation must equal 14.5% or greater to fall within the range. In the event of an inconsistency
between the dollar and percentage amounts listed on the S & C Form, the percentage will govern.

6. In order to maximize opportunities for as many businesses as possible, a firm that is certified in
two or more categories (e.g. MBE and WBE, MBE and DSBEs or WBE and DSBE), will only be credited in one
category i.e., either as a Minority (MBE), Woman (WBE) or Disabled (DSBE) Business Enterprise; Respondents
will designate on the S & C Form which category, MBE, WBE or DSBE, is submitted for credit.

7. Certification of a business by the OEO shall not be a representation of the firm's financial or
technical ability to perform specified work. The City reserves the right to evaluate a firm's ability to satisfy
financial, technical or other criteria separate and apart from certification before or after selection of the successful
Respondent or award of the contract.

8. If Respondent is a certified M/W/DSBE submitting a proposal as a prime Respondent, Respondent
must still respond to the participation range(s) specified in this RFP unless Respondent requests and receives a
reduction in participation; a certified M/W/DSBE submitting a proposal as the prime Respondent will receive
credit toward the ranges for its own work on this RFP, and must seek to fulfill the other applicable ranges. The
participation of an MBE, WBE or DSBE who is a part of a joint venture created for this contract, may be credited
towards the applicable participation range to the extent of the partner's ownership interest in the joint venture
provided that the joint venture arrangement is acceptable to the OEO.

9. Except as otherwise provided herein, no changes or modifications to the participation
arrangements specified on the S & C Form or Joint Venture Eligibility Information Form, including but not limited
to substitutions for the listed firms, changes or reductions in described work and/or listed dollar/percentage
amounts, shall be permitted.

€) Following contract award, the successful Respondent may, under
appropriate circumstances and with the prior written approval of the
OEO, make changes or modifications to the participation
arrangements contained in its original submission. Requests for such
changes or modifications must be submitted to the OEO in writing with
appropriate justification.

(b) The OEO may from time to time request revised form(s) or other documentation from the
successful Respondent to ensure

(c) compliance with the change order/amendment provision set forth in Paragraph 11.

10. Notwithstanding compliance with the requirements set forth herein, the City reserves the right to
reject any or all Proposals as deemed in the best interest of the City.

11. In the event the successful Respondent’s contract is increased by change order (sometimes
referred to as a modification) and/or amendment, it shall be the responsibility of the successful Respondent to
apply the participation range(s) to the amended amount in order to maintain the participation range(s) committed
to on the total dollar amount of the contract at the time of contract completion.

12. The successful Respondent agrees to cooperate with the OEO in its compliance monitoring efforts
and to submit, within the time limits prescribed by the OEOQO, all documentation which may be requested by the
OEOQO, including but not limited to, copies of subcontracts with the M/W/DSBEs, invoices, telephone logs and
correspondence with the M/W/DSBEs, canceled checks, etc. These documents shall be maintained by the



successful Respondent for a period of three (3) years following acceptance of final payment under the contract.
The successful Respondent also agrees to submit reports and other documentation to the OEO as deemed
necessary by the OEO to ascertain the successful Respondent's fulfilment of its M/W/DSBE participation
commitments.

13. 1t is understood and agreed that the successful Respondent’'s compliance with the requirements for
participation is material to the contract. Any failure to comply with these requirements shall constitute a
substantial breach of the contract. It is understood and agreed that if the Director of Neighborhood and Business
Services determines that the successful Respondent hereunder has failed to comply with the requirements for
M/W/DSBE participation, the City may, in addition to any other rights and remedies the City may have under the
contract, any bond filed in connection therewith or at law or in equity, exercise one or more of the following
remedies which shall be deemed cumulative and concurrent:

€) Withhold payment(s) or any part thereof until corrective action is taken.
(b) Terminate the contract, in whole or in part.

(c) Suspend the successful Respondent from proposing on and/or participating in any future
City contracts for a period of up to three (3) years.

(d) Recover as liquidated damages, one percent of the total dollar amount of the contract for
each one percent (or fraction thereof) of the shortfall toward the applicable M/\W/DSBEs commitment.

(NOTE: The “total dollar amount of the contract” shall include approved change orders and amendments.)
