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Civic Design Review Addresses the Following:

What is the existing context of the site in the
surrounding neighborhood?

How will the proposed project function in the
neighborhood?

Does the proposal enhance neighborhood
qualities?

Is the proposed project compatible with the
character of the neighborhood?

Has the local community organization been
engaged?
