® Restriping existing painted lines
e Add flexible delineator posts
in the painted buffer, between the
bicycle lane and motor vehicle lane
e Consider additional loading zones for
business, residential, and school uses
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Benefits

Creates a clearly defined bicycle space
separated from motor vehicle traffic
Reduces obstructions in the bicycle lanes
Reduces speeding and calms traffic
Connects University City to Center City
via the South Street Bridge
